Resettlement is a safe and organised pathway through which persons in need of international
protection are transferred from a non-EU country where they have sought protection to an EU Member
State that agrees to admit them and grant protection.

These modules are designed for professionals involved in resettlement planning, coordination, and
implementation, including:

e officials working in asylum and migration authorities
e staff involved in resettlement operations and coordination
e practitioners supporting reception and integration of resettled persons
